Adare Manor - Designed by Robert Trent Jones, Adare Golf Course is just a nine iron away from the front door of the Manor. The golf
course has three lakes, including a 14-acre lake that anchors the front nine, while the River Maigue meanders through the back nine

creating a sense of beauty and challenge.

Ballybunion Old - After playing Ballybunion for the first time, you would think that the game of golf originated there. Located on the
Shannon estuary, it is a true seaside links course, virtually treeless and a course of sharp contours throughout. It looks like a course
laid out on land back inthe 10"c ent ur y . While there would appear to be a |«
your patience. It is not a course that favors one particular style of play over another, but one that simply rewards good play and good

shots. lItis a true test of golf.

Lahinch - Known as the St. Andrews of Ireland, the Old Course was originally laid out by Old Tom Morris. It is a classic Irish Links
in every sense with plenty of blind shots, cavernous bunkers, and large, sweeping sand dunes. Holes number 4 and 5 (The
Klondyke and The Dell) propose that you play completely blind to your target area, the latter with a volcanic-like green setting. A

visit to Lahinch is a must for any student of the game.

. Doonbeg - Doonbeg is a spectacular new traditional 18-hole golf links development on a 337-acre complex of sand dunes and 1.5
miles of ocean front with tremendous views of the Atlantic coast from every hole. Designed by Greg Norman who described the site as
"one of the greatest sites in the world for a sand-dune style links course". Doonbeg is located between two of Ireland's greatest links
courses, Ballybunion and Lahinch.

South West

Dooks - Golf has been played in Dooks since 1889. It was introduced to the local aristocracy by the officers from the Royal
Artillery attending compulsory training at the nearby Glenbeigh Artillery Range, and is one of the oldest golf links in Ireland. The
golf links is set out on one of the three stretches of sand dunes at the head of Dingle bay. In the immediate foreground are the
sand dune peninsulas of Rossbeigh and Inch and just a few miles away the whitewashed houses of Cromane fishing village
provide an eye catching distraction. South eastwards are the famed McGillycuddy's Reeks, to the Southwest are the lovely
cooms and hills of Glenbeigh and across the bay to the north are the Slieve Mish and Dingle mountains. A truly magical location
for a stunning golf course.

Killeen -Kilaztney i s truly one of the worl dbés most beauti ful gol f
straightforward test of Parkland golf. Killeen offers a mix of holes, several bordered by water, others open with judicial bunkering,
and yet others tree-lined with enough creeks and ponds to demand precise shots for an honest score. Number 17, a hole of modest
length is made difficult by a silver of green guarded by a cavernous front bunker.

Old Head- Old Head Golf Links is built on a 220-acre diamond of land, jutting out over two miles into the Atlantic Ocean. The
promontory is almost an island with numerous caves running beneath your feet as you play the course. The links and practice
area occupy 180 acres and the remaining 40 acres of unspoilt cliff (rising in places to over 300 feet) frame the course. Old Head,
par 72, comprises five Par 5s, five Par 3s and eight Par 4s 1 stretching to over 7,200 yards from the tips, with a minimum of six
tees per hole. Nine holes play along the cliff tops, and all eighteen holes provide stunning ocean views. With the ever-changing
sea breezes, the course provides a stern test to the touring pro and the high handicapper alike.

Tralee - Designed and built by Arnold Palmer, this stunning setting represents a true paradise for those willing to challenge what
is widely acclaimed as one of the finest links courses in the world.

Waterville - Make no mistake about it; Waterville Golf Links in Kerry is one of the finest links golf courses in the world, never mind
Ireland. Located on the Ring of Kerry, the surrounding scenery and quality of golf holes is breathtaking to say the least. The front nine
holes, which were designed to contrast with the more rugged and exposed closing stretch, begin with the chillingly named "Last
Easy", a fairly ironic name given the fact that it's not really that simple. Each hole at Waterville is a wonderful experience, with the 2nd
and 3rd holes, both par fours, being particularly impressive. And while the par three, 17th is probably Waterville's feature hole, most
would agree with Gary Player when he described the 11th as "the most beautiful and satisfying par five of them all". Running 500
yards through a narrow passage of huge dunes, this hole fully deserves its name "Tranquility".

Connemara - Opened in 1973, Connemara has the appeal of an old-time Irish golf course. Laid out by the Irish architect Eddie
Hacket, Connemara occupies a marvelous stretch of terrain with the Twelve Bens as a backdrop, and the Atlantic on three side. At
7,161 from the medal tees, Connemara provides a difficult test of golf.

County Sligo - County Sligo golf club is widely regarded as one of the great championship links courses and is located in the
picturesque seaside village of Rosses Point. 8km from Sligo, and is known locally as "The Point". Originally founded in 1894 as a
9 Hole course it is now a modern 27 holes complex with spacious clubhouse and up to date facilities. The club is the home of the
famous West of Ireland Open amateur championship played every Easter since 1923 and has hosted many other prestigious
events including the Home Internationals, the Irish Close and the Irish Professional Matchplay championship. The course was
redesigned by the famous golf architect, Harry S. Colt, in 1927 and continuous improvements have been made over the years to
make the County Sligo course, in the words of the great Peter Alliss, "a tremendous test for the highest quality player and great
fun for the modest competitor, Rosses Point stands at the very top of the list of Irish courses".

Portstewart -Founded in 1894 and redesigned by Willie Park jnr in

The jaunting car is a lighter passenger wagon, which is drawn by a single
fhorse. This type of tour provides visitors with a traditional tour of Killarney in an old-fashioned way of traveling.

The peninsula was formed because of a sandstone rock that forms the
Slieve Mish mountain range. Located on the peninsula are a number of prehistoric and early medieval remains, which are worth
seeing. Visitors traveling along the peninsula will be privileged to truly spectacular views.

Local Attractions

City of Galway is currently the fastest growing and third largest city in the Republic of Ireland. The city was first constructed in 1124 by
King of Connacht, Tairrdelbach Ua Conchobair. Today the city of Galway has plenty to offer visitors. They host the Galway Arts Festival
every July, which is famous for its Macnas parade. The city has been ranked one of the top 8 tourist destinations in the world, above
cities such as Edinburgh, in Scotland, and Venice, in Italy.

The City of Sligo has plenty of tourist stops for tourists, such as the Sligo Museum, which displays the archaeological history of Sligo
with such artifacts as the personal belongings of W.B Yeats. The Sligo Abbey, which is a Dominican monastery, built in the 13"
century. The Abbey is home to a Gothic tomb, many sculptures, and a tomb of the Resurrection carved from a furnace bridge of the
15" century. The Art Gallery, which is located in the Yeats Commemorative building was founded in 1977, and has between 15 and 20
exhibitions every year. Outdoors visitors can enjoy walks along the River Garavogue observing the fauna.
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
